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A Level German 

A Modern languages 'A level' course lasts two years, during which time you will not only develop 
your use of the German language, but also explore many aspects of the culture and society of 
France/Germany/Spain and other French/German/Spanish speaking countries. 

1 Course requirements 
We expect that you have obtained a strong grade at GCSE in your chosen language, that 

you have a positive attitude and that you are willing to work hard! 

2 Organisation of the course 
You will probably have four hours of lessons a week, divided by two teachers. In addition 

you are encouraged to get together with classmates in a small group in a free each week to work 
on orals skills. 

3 Skills you will acquire 
The course consists of a number of complementary units in which the four language skills - 

listening, speaking, reading and writing are developed simultaneously. The course will help you to 
develop your general study skills, but most of all you will learn to communicate at a higher level in 
your chosen MFL. You will also learn much more about a wide range of aspects of the societies in 
which German is spoken. 

Reading - You will be able to read, understand and extract information from written 
passages in the target language taken from authentic sources such as magazines or newspapers, 
reports or books. 

Listening - You will be able to listen to, and understand contemporary spoken language 
and answer questions you have heard. The passages that you will learn to listen to will be taken 
from a range of sources such as news from radio and TV, weather forecasts, announcements, 
interviews, discussions and songs. 

Speaking and writing - You will learn how to write essays and longer pieces, and to hold 
conversations and discussions in the target language. You will learn the appropriate grammar, 
words and phrases that will help you to 



• present information in the target language
• organise your arguments
• provide opinions

• analyse your ideas

4  What kind of student is this course suitable for? 
If you are interested in languages and communication, and you enjoy learning about 

different cultures and ways of life, then this course will suit you. Similarly, if you are interested in 
business, travel and tourism or journalism and media, you are likely to find this course appropriate 
for you.

Students must study the sub-themes Germany and the EU and German re-unification and its 
consequences in relation to Germany. • Germany and the European Union (Deutschland und die 
Europa·ische Union) • Die Rolle Deutschlands in Europa • Vor- und Nachteile der EU fOr 
Deutschland • Die Auswirkungen der EU-Erweiterung auf Deutschland • Politics and youth (Die 
Politik und die Jugend) • Politisches Engagement Jugendlicher • Schwerpunkte der Jugendpolitik • 
Werte und ldeale • German re-unification and its consequences (Die Wiedervereinigung und ihre 



Folgen) • Friedliche Revolution in der DOR

As you can see, there are several topic areas which are familiar to you from your GCSE studies .. 

Our approach is always to build on what you already know, gradually extending the range and 
depth of your knowledge and setting it more firmly in a German context. 

6  Exams (2019) 
Paper 1 (Listening, reading, writing) 
What's assessed • Aspects of German-speaking society • Artistic culture in the German-speaking 
world • Multiculturalism in German-speaking society • Aspects of political life in German-speaking 
society• Grammar How it's assessed• Written exam: 2 hours 30 minutes• 100 marks• 50% of A­
level 

Students have control over the listening material on MP3 players 
They must translate 100 words in to English and also 100 words in German 

Paper 2: Writing 
• One text and one film or two texts from the list set in the specification • Grammar How it's
assessed • Written exam: 2 hours • 80 marks in total • 20% of A-level

Questions • Either one question in German on a set text from a choice of two questions and one 
question in German on a set film from a choice of two questions or two questions in German on 
set texts from a choice of two questions on each text. 

• All questions will require a critical appreciation of the concepts and issues covered in the work
and a critical and analytical response to features such as the form and the technique of
presentation, as appropriate to the work studied (eg the effect of narrative voice in a prose text or
camera work in a film). No access to texts or films during the assessment. No access to a
dictionary during the assessment. Students are advised to write approximately 300 words per
essay.

Apart from these formal exams, you will also have regular end of unit assessments, vocabulary 
tests and mini speaking presentations to prepare in order to monitor your progress carefully, and 
to build up your confidence in exams. 

Paper 3: Speaking 
• Individual research project • One of four themes ie Aspects of Germanspeaking society or Artistic
culture in the German-speaking world or Multiculturalism in German-speaking society or Aspects
of political life in German-speaking society How it's assessed • Oral exam: 21-23 minutes
(including 5 minutes preparation time) • 60 marks in total • 30% of A-level

Questions• Discussion of a sub-theme with the discussion based on a stimulus card (5-6 
minutes). The student studies the card for 5 minutes at the start of the test (25 marks). • 
Presentation (2 minutes) and discussion (9-10 minutes) of individual research project (35 
marks). No access to a dictionary during the assessment (including 5 minutes preparation). 

7 What do we expect from you?
In order to really get the maximum out of this course, we expect you to 

• Produce homework on time and to the depth required
• Prepare thoroughly for lessons (including discussion)
• Communicate in your chosen MFL wherever possible with teachers and other members of

the group



• Read newspapers, magazines and publications in your chosen MFL, and visit websites in
this language.

• Bring enthusiasm to lessons, and to contribute as much as possible to discussion.
